BMP Top Up Program

The Lower Souris Watershed Committee Inc. in conjunction with the Saskatchewan Watershed Authority is pleased to offer a beneficial management practices (BMP) Top Up program to watershed producers implementing BMP’s #5, #6 and #9 under the Canada-Saskatchewan Farm Stewardship Program.  In order to qualify for this program producers will have to of previously completed their Environmental Farm Plan (EFP) through the Provincial Council of Agriculture Development and Diversification ADD Boards of Saskatchewan (PCAB) program.  They would then complete the BMP project as per the guidelines set out under the Canada-Saskatchewan Farm Stewardship Program.  Upon completion of the project the producer will submit an additional copy of the approved project plan and associated project receipts to the Lower Souris Watershed Committee Inc. to be eligible for the BMP top up funds.  The Lower Souris Watershed Committee Inc. will review applications and forward the additional funds to the producer upon approval.  This program is retroactive to the start of the Canada-Saskatchewan Farm Stewardship Program, as such any projects under BMP’s #5, #6, or #9  that have been previously approved and completed are eligible for this funding.  Funds are limited under this program therefore they will be dispersed on a first come first served basis.  
BMP #9 Water Well Management

The Lower Souris Watershed Committee Inc. will provide an additional 25% funding up to a maximum of $500 to producers who have sealed and capped old wells or protected existing water wells from surface contamination on their operation.  In order to encourage producer participation the Lower Souris Watershed Committee Inc. will be hosting local well decommissioning workshops during the summer to educate producers on the proper methods of well decommissioning.

BMP #5 Farmyard Runoff Control
An additional 25% funding up to a maximum of $500 will be available to producers who have done ground work such as: upstream diversions around farmyards or downstream protection projects such as catch basins, retention ponds or constructed wetlands.
BMP #6 Relocation of Livestock Confinement and Horticultural Facilities
The program will provide an additional 25% funding up to a maximum of $5,000 to producers who have completed relocation of livestock facilities such as corrals, paddocks and wintering sites away from riparian areas.
