Saskatchewan Rangeland Stewardship
Water Development Program 

Producers that manage their grazing lands for health and sustainability may also look to improve their livestock watering by seeking assistance for alternative water-pumping systems.  Development of solar and wind powered systems and the use of shallow buried pipelines can influence animal distribution, extend the grazing season and reduce potential negative impacts of livestock on wetlands.  While managing for healthy upland and wetland vegetation, wildlife and livestock water quality will benefit.  

Financial Incentives Available:

· Ducks Unlimited Canada will cost-share funding with producers for alternative stock-water development to a maximum of $500/quarter-section. Producers receiving funding   through the NFSP or NWSEP will not be eligible. Through these programs producers may be eligible for a cost share through AAFC-PFRA for water development.
Program Details

· Program will focus on recently seeded lands that are not already under DUC agreement.

· The producer provides labor and equipment for construction and maintenance of the water development.

· Grazing lands must be near or contain suitable wetlands that will be protected by the agreement.

· The producer agrees not to break or drain existing grasslands, woodlands and wetlands for the term of the agreement. 

· Producers will be provided with a sketch plan outlining project details.

· Funding will not be provided until work is complete and bills are submitted.

· Term of the agreement is for 10 years.

Saskatchewan Rangeland Stewardship
Perimeter Fencing/ Water Development Program 

Healthy tame forage and native rangelands are essential to providing economic sustainability to livestock producers especially during drought. If rangeland deterioration is occurring, range management practices such as overgrazing must be reduced if pastures are to remain productive for the long term. Producers interested in improving rangeland health may seed tame or native forages to reduce the grazing pressure on existing grazing resources. These new forage acres can be incorporated into a new or grazing management plan. Grazing management practices that are designed to improve livestock feed efficiency and weight gain also offer significant benefits to wildlife by improving the overall health of the rangeland by reducing animal disturbance on critical areas during critical times.
Financial Incentives Available:

Ducks Unlimited Canada will cost share funding with producers for improvements such as cross fencing and water development. DUC will provide financial assistance of up to $500/quarter section for perimeter fencing supplies or water development on newly seeded forages. Producers receiving funding through Environmental Group Plans or Individual Farm Plans will not be eligible unless they have received their maximum allowable under the environmental farm plan process. 

Program Details

Program will focus on recently seeded lands that are not already under DUC agreement.

Producer provides labor and equipment for construction and maintenance of the fence. 

Grazing lands must be near or contain suitable wetlands that will be protected by the agreement.

Producer agrees not to break or drain existing grasslands, woodlands and wetlands for the term of the agreement. 

Producers will be provided with a sketch plan outlining project details and a forage balance to prevent overgrazing of the newly seeded forage.

Funding will not be provided until work is complete and bills are submitted 

Term of the agreement is for 10 years.
